Installation

1. Unscrew the plastic wall plate from the speaker bracket and mark
out, drill and fix to the wall as required.

2. Line up the steel speaker bracket against the plastic wall plate at
the required tilt angle and secure using the 2 screws provided
through 2 of the punched holes.

3. Locate the speaker into the speaker bracket and secure using the
screw caps provided on the top and bottom.

4. Adjust the horizontal angle (pan) of the speaker by loosening the
screw caps, turning the speaker and re-tightening the screw caps.
